2. Policy concerning the list／How to deal with this list 
We would like to request a proper arrangement of the list based on your "Security Trade Control & Compliance Regulation".

(1) General caution

We found some company names on the list slightly differ from actual ones.  So people should make screening of transactions with the list by their eyes, not by using computer’s searching function.  

(2) Inquiry from a listed party or a party who seems to be listed

Please keep the followings if you receive an inquiry from the listed party or a party who seems to be listed.

1 Inform YA sales department immediately.  Please confirm formal company name, address, and business activities with objective documents such as company profile.  To confirm if the company is really the listed party, these documents are required to check with METI before license application.

2 Whether to proceed with the transaction depends on discussion between YA sales dept. and export control dept., prior consultation to METI, and final decision by YA’s export control responsible director.  And if transaction is authorized as a result, you are required to insert the government license clause, that is contract shall be effective upon receipt of Japanese government’s license, into the contract. 

Government license clause (standard)

“The commodity in this contract shall be delivered after receipt of an official Export License from Japanese (and/or U.S.A.) government.

Yamatake shall not be responsible for any damages if Yamatake could not obtain the said Export License.

(3) Stock sales or transaction without YA’s involvement

       When you receive an inquiry, please check with METI’s list.  If listed, please decline the inquiry based on your Compliance Program.  If you have doubts whether listed or not, please consult YA(Export Control Group Manager of IBQ), submitting the documents as mentioned in (2).
