	1) Contract/cooperation.  A new contract proposal will be sent to Hobré Instruments BV. Both parties are interested in entering into a firm cooperation. Hobré Instruments BV will promote the HGC303 worldwide as an integrated product with the Wobbe Index analyzer.

	2) Exmar/DSME. Yamatake proposes that the Exmar/DSME project will be handled by Hobre entirely. The draft contract was handed over for review. Yamatake will supply the HGC/HDM at a special price as DSME was quoted below list prices. Details will be discussed in the week of 15-19 May. Special service rates will be applicable for this project (800 Euro/day excluding expenses/travelling costs).

	3) GE/Nuovo Pignone project. Yamatake is willing to provide a service training in Purmerend after the first 2 units for GE/NP are delivered. This training will take place mid July. For the GE/NP project Yamatake is also willing to come over for a training of the Woodside site personnel. Travelling costs and expenses to be covered. The HDM units for GE will be delivered mid June 2006 if possible.

	4) Imtech. Hobre will follow up on Tunesia project (10 units). In general Hobre will quote reasonable pricing to Imtech to encourage them to include the HGC303 in their quotations and projects.

	5) After sales support. Should in general be handled by Hobre. Yamatake will explain how to obtain performance data from the HGC. Based on such data a replacement HGC is sent or a site visit is recommended.
	

	6) Certification. The PTB certificate actually covers more than just the HGC and HDM as Marquis has submitted a system for certification including their flow computer. In the future a certificate for just the HGC/HDM will be obtained. For French customers a LNE certificate is available. 
	

	7) Offshore application. Hobre will actively look for an opportunity to arrange a test on rich natural gas off shore application.

	8) LNG applications. This is identified as an interesting market. Not only for boil off gas (Exmar) but also for LNG terminals. Hobre will investigate if a version combined with the WIM may be useful for custody transfer. The idea is to use the WIM as a continuous measurement and the HGC to correct any deviations.

	9) Delivery conditions. These are FCA Brussels, Hobre should place the orders accordingly.

	10) Reliance East-West pipeline. It is important that Yamatake is promoted at the Reliance responsible staff involved in the pipeline project. At this moment only a quote was made to just one of the bidding metering companies, this is a too limited approach.The compact size, wide ambient temperature range compatibility and low utility consumption should make this a very attractive solution. Hobré will try to identify contacts at Reliance.
