Sometimes asking the right question is all it takes to get an order!

Electromagnetic flowmeters are universally recognized as the premier choice for flow measurement on conductive liquids.  As a result, there are applications to be found in some atypical places.  All it takes is a question or two!

On a recent sales call to a manufacturer of natural gas powered engines our representative, Martin Yanez of Phoenix Instrumentation, inquired about the use of flowmeters at the facility.  As luck would have it they were in the process of engineering modifications to their engine test stand and chiller/cooling tower.  Because the customer had used some ABB magmeters in the past they had written ABB into the spec for the test stands.  Martin was introduced to the engineer on the product and was shown the installation.  The magmeters were to be used to control the flow of coolant to the engines during RPM cycling for temperature testing.  The engineer had planned to incorporate 4-wire mags on the project.  Martin introduced the idea of using the MagneW Two-wire Plus instead.  The engineer was intrigued by the idea of powering the unit and communicating the process signal over the same set of wires, and requested a quote for a 1½” remote MTG18B/14C.

When the customer received the pricing for the MagneW TWP they actually contacted Phoenix Instrumentation to make sure the pricing was not in error.

The net result was that the customer elected not to go with the ABB magmeter that had been spec’d in, and purchased the Yamatake MagneW TWP instead.

The customer was so pleased with the pricing, performance and support they received that they placed a second order for a 3” MagneW TWP within two weeks of installation of the initial unit.

Engine test stands are not an application that you are going to run across very often, but this case demonstrates that magmeters can be applied in a wide variety of situations.  The MagneW TWP is priced right and customers will recognize the value.
